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PREFACE

Or late years the subject of fixed stars and constel-
lations has aroused the interest and curiosity of the
astrological student who has been debarred from
examining their effects owing to the lack of available
informdtion. Most modern textbooks of astrology
are silent upon the subject except perhaps for some
tantalizing remarks upon the influence of the stars
in cases of blindness, and for further details it has
been necessary to consult a great number of old
‘books that arc difficult to obtain and in many cases
prohibitive in price. For this reason there has been
{for several years an increasing demand for a book
devoted solely to the astrological significance of
stars and constellations, and the present work has
been undertaken to meet this demand and to fill
the most serious gap in astrological literature.

My object in compiling the mass of information
here gathered ‘together his been neither a critical
nor an originative one. It has appeared to me to be
desirable to place before the student as complete and
systematized an account as possible of all that has
ever been written about the stars from an astrological
point of view, unburdened by alteration or criticism,

in order that the work may stand as a foundation -

upon which future research may be built, For
5

this reason I have obtruded few, if any, personal
opinions or criticisms.

Originality is not claimed, but it is belicved that
the book will be found to contain practically every-
thing that has been published on the subject since
the Middle Ages, and to be as complete as it was
possible to make it. No pains have been spared to
attain this end, and a free use has been made of all
sources of information. A detailed bibliography is
unnecessary, especially as it would cover some two
hundred books, but it is only fair to acknowledge
my indebtedness to The Science and Key of Life,
Vol. 1V, by Alvidas, which contains much informa-
tion on the effects of certain stars, and to'R. H.
Allen’s Star Names and their Meanings, which I have
followed throughout as the best available authority
on the orthography and derivation of the names
of stars. The refercnces throughout the text to
Ptolemy, Wilson, Simmonite, Pearce and Bullinger
refer, unless otherwise stated, to the Tefrabiblos,
Dictionary of Astrology, Arcana of Astral Philosophy,
Texthook of Astrology, and Witness of the Stars,,
respectively. No plates or illustrations of con-
stellations have been given for the reason that they
would have added to the cost of the book without
conferring any corresponding benefit. The student
who wishes to follow up the subject in a serious
manner will, of course, require some kind of star
map, or, what is much better, a celestial globe, but
for the ordinary purposes of astrology not even a
map is nec

If the present work has the effect of stimulating
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the astrological study of the stars and encouraging
research it will have achieved the purpose for which

it was intended.

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CHAPTER I
THE FIXED STARS IN ASTRONOMY

Ix the early days of astronomy the celestial bodies or
stars were divided into two groups, the one consisting
of the fixed stars and the other of the * erratic * or
wandering stars which we now term planets. The
fixed stars were thought to be immovable, and, al-
though it was known that their positions with respect
to the equinox were changing owing to precession,
it was not until comparatively recently that the so-
called “ fixed ™ stars were found to possess indepen-
dent motion and to be moving through space in
immense and unknown orbits. It may, therefore, be
remarked at the outset that to speak of " fixed ”
stars is really erroneous, but it will be convenient to
Tetain the term here as there is an unfortunate tend-
ency among certain astrologers to use the word
““stars” in a would-be poetical manner for the
planets.

Each fixed star that we see in the night sky is a
Sun very simlar to our own Sun in structure and
general composition, and differing only in size and
temperature. It shines by its own light and is
probably surrounded by its own system of planets,
though owing to the enormous distance no telescope
constructed on present lines can ever hope to dis-

cover even the largest of such planets ; in fact were
our Sun removed to the distance of the nearest of the
fixed stars it would appear to us as a sixth magnitude
star, and Jupiter, big as it is, would be totally be-
yond the powers of our telescopes. It follows from
this that a great many of the visible stars and a1l the
brilliant ones are immeasurably larger than our own
Sun, which is a comparatively small member of the
Universe.

Distances. The distance of a star when expres-
sed in miles is such an enormous quantity that the
mind is unable to grasp 1t, and m order to reduce
the figures to such di
are usually expressed in light years, the unit of
which is the distance travelled in one year by light
moving at the rate of about 186,330 miles per second,
namely, approximately six billion miles (6,000,000,
©00,000). The distances of only a few of the nearer
stars are known, that nearest to us being Bungula
{a Centauri) at a distance of 43 light years, and one
of the furthest Polaris at a distance of 44 light years.

The basic principle underlying the determination
of the distance of a fixed star is simple and easily
described. Suppose we measure the altitude of a
star, or the angle between it and the horizon, on a
certain night in the year, and again on a night six
months later, when the earth is at the opposite
point of its orbit. We know the diameter of the
earth’s orbit and we have determined the altitude
of the star from each end of this diameter, so that
we know one side and the two adjacent angles of
a triangle from which the length of the other sides
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may easily be calculated. The difference in the
angles so obtained is called the parallax of the star,
and it is found to be only in the cases of the few
near stars that any parallak can be measured, there
being usually no appreciable difference in the star’s
position when viewed from opposite points in the
earth’s orbit.

MotroN. It has already been stated that the
stars are by no means fixed, and there are in fact
three distinct kinds of motion,viz. :—(a) Precession,
{b) Proper Motion, and (¢} Radial Motion, or motion
to or from the earth. °

{a) P; 2 The p ion of the eq
is a phenomenon that causes all the stars to appear
t0 advance in longitude in a body at the rate of
about 50" per annum, due to the retrograde motion
of the Vernal Equinox, or first point of Aries, through
the constellations. The cause of this phenomenon
is not absolutely certain. It is uysually said to be
due to a slight annual change in the inclination of
the earth’s axis, but it has been suggested that the
effect comes from the motion of the Sun in space
along its own orbit, by which, of course, all the
planets would be carried along independently of their
own paths just as the Moon is carried round the Sun
by the earth. This precessional change does not
affect the relative positions of the stars among them-
selves,

(b) Proper Motion. In the year 1718, Halley
idiscovered that Arcturus and Sirius had moved
lsouthwa:ds since the time of Piolemy, and it is now
fecognised that all stars possess a proper motion

of their own that causes them gradually to change
their positions relative to each other. In all cases
this proper motion appears very small owing to the
great distances of the stars, though their actual
velocity is no doubt exceedingly high.” As seen from
the earth the average proper motion of a first mag-
nitude star is about 0™25 per annum, while that of a
sixth 'magnitude star is about 0™o4 but the actual
rates vary in individual cases, the maximum proper
motion known being that of an eighth magnitude
star (G. C. 2., V, No. 243) invisible to the naked
eye which is as much as 87 per annum,

In common with the other sters our Sun is moving
through space, and if, as we are sometimes told,
thns is the real canse of precession, it is probable that

*its orbit is one necessitating about 26,000 years for
a complete circuit. The direction in which the Sun,
and of course the whole Solar System, is moving
at present is known, and the point which it is ap-
proaching, or the Apex of the Sun’s Way as it is
called, lies on the border of the constellation Her-

!cules in R. A. 277° 5' and Dec. 35° N, which corres-
ponds to 1% 1x°and Lat. 58° N.

This universal motion of the stars has led to the
suggestion that there may be a Central Sun round
which the whole universe moves, and it has been
suggested that Alcyone in the Pleiades is probably
this body, but the suggestion does not find favour
among present-day astronomers.

() Radial Motion. This is really only another
fom} of proper motion that has recently been in-
vestigated. It is found that in the case of an s~
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* proaching or receding body the lines in the spectro-
scope move, and this has been used as a means of
measuring its velocity. The greatest velocity yet
found is that of p Cassiopeiz, which is approaching -
the earth at the rate of 61 miles per second, while
other high velocities are ¢ Herculis, 44 miles ap-
proaching ; Aldebaran, 30'r miles receding; and
+ Leonis, 24°T miles approaching.

BINARY AND MULTIPLE STARS. Many stars that
appear single when viewed with the naked eye are
found under telescopic examination to be composed
of two or more stars lying very close together.
The simplest case of this is furnished by the so-
called double stars, in which the two stars are not
related in any way but appear close together because
of the angle at which we view them. Frequently
one is countless millions of miles further away from
the earth than the other, but as they both happen
to be nearly in line they appear fo us to be close to-
gether. In the same way we may have triple and
quadruple stars accidentally grouped together. In
the case of binary stars, however, the two bodies are
actually related and revolve round each other,
while even more complex relationships may be
found in which three stars forming a ternary system
are all linked in the same way.

CrusteRrs. When a very great number of stars
appear together we have what is called a cluster, a
well-known example being furnished by the Pleiades,
The Milky Way also forms an enormous cluster ex-

tending right across the heavens. It is now thought
that the vniverse is disc-shaped, and that the Milky

generally s NITUDE. Although it is not

recognizable by the nak N
stars exhibit a geeat the naked eye, the fixed
variety of colour, and this,
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as will be seen later, was one of the early means of
establishing the influence of a given star, though
it could be applied only to the larger ones. For
purposes of comparison the apparent sizes of the
stars are denoted by numbers representing magni-
tude. The 1st magnitude stars comprise the bright-
est in the heavens, such as Sirius, Arcturus, and
Aldebaran, and the remaining stars are classified in
accordance with their apparent size and brightness
down to the 14th and 15th magnitudes. Anything
below the 6th magnitude is almost if not quite in-
visible to the naked eye and forms what is called a
telescopic star. It is estimated that of the visible
stars in the sky north of 35° S. declination there are
14 of the Ist magnitude; 48 of the 2nd; 132 of
the 3rd; 313 of the 4th; 854 of the 5th; and
2,010 of the 6th.

It is found, however, that certain stars appear to
change in brightness and to vary periodically between
certain magnitudes. Thus Algol varies between the
magnitudes 2'3 and 3'5 duwring a total period of
2 d. 2o h. 48 m. 54°4 5., whilst the classic example
Mira (o Ceti) varigs between the gth and 2nd mag-
nitudes over 2 period of about 1 months., In the
case of Algol the variability is caused by a dark
companion star that produces a periodical eclipse as
the two bodies revolve round one another, but the
reason for the variability of stars in general is very
imperfectly understood.

In addition to these periodic variabiles there are
certain stars that show a gradual change of magni-
tude and others that blaze ovt temporanly and then
- B
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diminish in"light rapidly or disappear altogether.
As an example of the former we have Zubeneschamali
{8 Libre), which in the time of Eratosthenes was
brighter than Antares (« Scorpéi) and is now one
magnitude fainter, The latter group covers the
temporary stars or Nove that suddenly appear from
time to time. One of the most recent of these was
Nova Cygni that was discovered by Mr. W. F.
Denning, of Bristel, at 9.30 p.m., G.M.T., on 20th
August, 1920, in R.A. 299° Dec. 534° N., corres-
ponding to Long. 3 1° 22°, Lat. 40° N. 50’, which
was thought to have been connected with serious
rioting and incendiarism at Belfast. The cause of
the sudden increase in brilliancy of these bodies is
not known with any degree of certainty, but it seems
probable that in some cases it is due to the collision
of two stars.

CrassIFICATION. Several different methods have
been used throughout the ages to classify and iden-
tify the stars but almost all are based upon the
fund: into tellations. In the
days of Ptolemy only 48 constellations were Tecog-
nized, the remainder having been added since 1600,
but the origin of these ancient star groups is quite
unknown. Forty-five of them were mentioned by
Aratos in 270 B.C., but they were in existence hun-
dreds of years before his time, and may have been
formed by the Chaldeans oran earlier race of people.
It seems certain, Rowever, that the constellation
figures were chosen for astrological reasons, since
the arrangement of the stars in any group bears no
resemblance to its traditional form.  Originally only
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those stars falling on the constellation figure were
recognised as belonging to the group, those outside
being called * unformed ”* or ** scattered,” but at a
later date the boundaries were extended and now
every star in the heavens is 2 member of some con-
stellation. Unfortunately the boundary lines are
not by any means well defined, and may not be
absolutely correct from an astrological point of view,
for they have been settled only comparatively
recently, Argelander’s boundaries being accepted
for the northern constellations, and Gould's for the
southern. The original divisions were probably
more regular, especially in the case of the zodiacal
constellations, which are now of very unequal
extent.

(a) By name. The earliest method of identifying
stars was by name. All the large stars and many
small ones bore distinctive names, most of which
have come down to us. The Arabs gave nearly
all the names in use in western astronomy, but they
were probably outrivalled in their lists of star names
by the Chinese, who seem to have had a very com-
prehensive system of stellar nomenclature, Identi- "
fication by name has now been almost entirely
superseded by other and better methods, At best
it is a cumbersome system, which gives no Pproper
clue to the approximate place where the star may
be found, and moreover is hopelessly inadequate to
deal with the countless small stars now revealed by
the telescope. For astrological purposes, however,
where only a comparatively few stars need to be
considered, it is a much handier method than any
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other, and T have, therefore, retained the old names,
and indeed added a few new ones where necessary,
for it is much easier to talk of Sun conjunction
Capulus for example, than Sun coryunctlon 33 ¥
vi Persei.

() By place in constellation, Ptolemy made a
certain advance in stellar jdentification by intro-
ducing the system of naming a star according to its
position in the constellation figure, as, for example,
“ the Right Knee of Bodtes " for Arcturus, but the
system is a very cumbersome and inexact one,and of
course fails completely in the case of stars lying
outside the boundaries of the constellation figures.
It was, however, in frequent use among the 17th
century astrologers, and unfortunately has survived
among those of the present day who pay attention
to the fixed stars.

(¢} By consicllation and lefter. In 1603 Bayer
introduced a method in which each star was known
by the pame of the constellation containing it and
further distinguished by a letter of the Greek
alphabet. In assigning the letters it was usual to
start with the brightest star, calling that o, and
so on through the alphabet in order of brightness
Thus Regulus, beinf the brightest star in Lea,
became known as « Leonis, the genitive case being
used for the constellation, and this system with
slight modification is the one in use at the present
day. It was, of course, necessary to introduce
numbers as well as letters when the Greek alphabet
became exhausted, and this was done by Flamsteed.

(@) By calalogue mumber. At the present time
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it is usual to retain the last method for well-known
stars but to identify the telescopic ones since dis-
covered by their number in some reliable catalogue,
Thus we have<Groombridge 1646, Lalande 21283,
and so om, these various catalogues containing the
places of nearly a million stars, and giving the mean
positions irrespective of precession, nutation, aber-
ration, and proper motion. Thus almost every star
can now be identified when once its Right Ascension

and Declination are known, the use of longitude and
latitude having long since been given up.

For the convenience of those who wish to investi-
gate the influence of any star not dealt with in the

- following pages, the method of-converting its Right

Ascension and Declination into longitude and latitude
is fully explained in the Appendix.

To these many more have been added in com-
paratively recent times until their number is now
well over 100. The original constellation figures are
all traditional and have been a source of annoyance
to modemn astronomers, who have naturally failed to
trace among the stars the slightest resemblance to
the objects they are supposed to represent. To
those actively engaged in a study of stellar and con-
stellation influences, however, it will soon become
apparent that these seemingly fanciful shapes are in
reality a fair representation of the collective influences
of the stars contained in them, and that the constel-
Iation of the Dog, for example, actually influences
-dogs, ridiculous as it may appear, This, of coutse,

" may be explined by assuming that the ancients
based the figures and divisions upon their knowledge
of the influence of each, but the same certainly can-
not be said of the modern constellations and it is an
amazing fact, though easily proved, that they also
closely represent the nature of the influences.

The rationale of this is inexplicable and we can
only supposc that the eriginators were in some way
led to choose the most appropnate figure, That
this has happened in the case of the planet Neptune
is a fact well known to every astrologer, and it is
none the less true that it is also apparent 1n the case
of the constellations.

To those of an occult turn of mind the foregoing
explanation will be adequate, but to the scientific
investigator it will, of course, have no weight,
1 he will examine the {acts in an uokiaeed wanmes,
however, he will see that they ate indeed facts, even
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if they appear at first sight to be unreasonable and
absurd.

\\'xth this brief apology we may turn fo a more
practical consideration of the matter, The chief
difficulty confronting the student is that each con-
stellation occupics a fairly large part of the heavens
and overlaps others when referred to the zediae.
Moreover the actual boundary line between any two
constellations is not defined with any degree of
certainty. It is probable thot the chief effect of
each is Jocated in one or more partionlar places
which are at present unknown. It seems, however,
that the major points of influence lie in the vicinity
of the important stars and also near the boundary of
the constellation, which thus appears to play the
same part as the cusp of a house. It must be re-
membered that a star may have its own effect apart
from that of the constellation, which is the group
influence of many stars, and therefore the two must
be separated when endea‘ounng to fix the most
sensitive points. It 1s also extremely likely that
there may be sub- in each constellati
perhaps varying with the part of the figure on which
a given group of stars may lie, and this is a matter
that will certainly require attention in the future.
Tn practice it will be found that the effect of the
constellation is most marked when the Sun, Moon,
or Ascendant is posited there. The conjunction,
opposmon and parallel have effect but the influence
of aspects cannot be traced. N

It will be noticed that Ptolemy expresses the
nature of the constellations in terms of the planets,
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. -
a method that will be found fully explained in Chap.
IV. The other descriptions are modern and to be
found chiefly among French authors. It will be
observed that the characteristics of many of the
groups resemble those of the sign in which they fall.
Some years ago Sepharial suggested that the signs
themselves might not be the real originators of all
the influences ascribed to them, some of which might
more properly be attributed to constellations.
Thus in the case of Cancer the pushing nature of its
natives may really be due to Monoceros, their love
of dogs to Canis Major, and their love of the sea to
Argo. This should be borne in mind for by careful
research we may eventually be able to assign more
exact influences to both signs and stars. In this

tion it will be obvious that the separate in-
Huence of each degree of the zodiac may also be a
stellar phenomenon,

A word is necessary, perhaps, as to the zodiacal
constellations. These are actual irregular star
groups lying along the ecliptic, or earth’s path round
the Sun, and should not be confused with the signs
of the zodiac which are regular divisions of the
ecliptic bearing the same names. In the descriptions
given below comparatively little has been said as to
the nature of these constellations because each has
the same influence as the sign of the same name, and
the latter are fully described in all textbooks of
astrology.

To arder to facilitate its nse and avoid the necessityr
of consulting a globe or map the approximate extent
of each constellation, both in longitude and declina-~

o
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tion, as nearly as can be estimated, is indicated
against its name. In the descriptions that follow,
the legendary history of the constellations has been
given wherever possible s¢ that students of symbo-
logy and occultism may exercise their powers of
interpretation. In all cases, however, the Biblical
parallels have been omitted, partly because they are
often obvious but chiefly because they are later im-
portations and not so worthy of study.

I. ANDROMEDA. The Chained Woman, 12—
#15. 20N-—355N.

Legend. Andromeda was the daughter of Ce-
pheus, King of Ethiopia, and Cassiopeia. In con-
sequence of Cassiopeia’s boast that the beauty of
Andromeda surpassed that of the Nereids, Neptune
sent a sea-monster (CETUS) to lay waste to the country,
and promised deliverance only on condition that
Andromeda were offered as a sacrifice to it. She was
accordingly chained to a rock, but was discovered
and released by Perseus, who, riding through the air
on Pegasus, slew the monster by turning it to stone
with the Medusa’s Head and claimed Andromeda as
his bride. .

Influence. According to Ptolemy the influence of
this constellation is similar to that of Venus, though
the legend would lead one to suppose some connec-
tion with Virgo. It is said to bestow purity of
thought, virtue, honour and dignity upon its natives,
but to cause battle with chimerical fears and a tend-
ency to become easily discouraged. By the Kabal-
ists it is associated with the Hebrew letter Pé and the
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1yth Tarot Trump ‘ The Stars.” - If Mars af-
flicts the luminaries from Andromeda, and especially
if in an angle, it causes death by hanging, decapita-
tion, crucifixion or impalement.

2. ANTINOGS. V313—=210. BN—13S. v

History. Antinotis was a youth of extraordinary
beauty, born in Bithynia, and was the favourite of
the Emperor Hadrian. He is said to nave drowned
himself in the Nile in the belief that the Emperor’s
life would thereby be prolonged, and the constellation
was formed in his honour by Hadrian in 132 A.D.
Antinotis has also been associated with Ganymedes
who was seized by an eagle and carried off to be cup-
bearer to Jupiter, but this legend belongs more
probably to Aquarius.

Influence. No astrological influence was suggested
for this constellation by the ancients, but it seems to
have been associated with the ideas of passion, love
and friendship, for certain of its components stars
were named Alkhalimain or Al Halilain, the Two
Friends, by the Arabs, and the Kabalists associated
it with the Hebrew letter Vau and the 6th Tarot
Trump *“ The Lovers.” It has also been said to give
a love of swimming, and to be ted with certain
sex ir larities, the latter probably being greatest
inthat part of the constellation lying in Capri-
corn,

Nofe, Antinotis lies just south of Altair in Aquila
and is now taken as part of that constellation. He
is sometimes represented as carrying a bow and
arrow as he is borne aloft in the Eagle’s talons.

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3. AntuiA Pxeumarica, The Aic Pump. TRo—
=0, 305--43S.

History. This constellation was added by La
Caille, 1752 A.D., under the name Machina
Pneumatica.

Influence. It is said to bestow prosperity, har-
mony and spiritual force.

4. Arus, The Bird of Paradise. #o0—7 25
755—80S.

History, This constellation was added by Bayer,
1604 A.D., under the name Apis Indica.

Influence. Tt is said to confer a kind, benevolent,
sympathetic and ambitious nature., This part of the
sky has apparentlyalways been associated with birds,
for it was known to the Chinese under the names
* The Curious Sparrow ** and “* The Little Wonder
Bird.” The connection of Gemini-Sagittarius with
flight may possibly be due to this constellation,

5. Aguarius. The Waterman. =:g—»¢26. 5N—
30S.

Legend. Aquariusis said to represent Ganymedes,
son of Callirhog, the most beautiful of mortals, who
was carried to heaven by an eagle to act as cup-
bearer to Jupiter. A ding to other t:
however, it is Deucalion, son of Prometheus, who was
translated to heaven in memory of the mighty deluge
from which only he and Pyrrha were saved.

Influence. Ptolemy makes the following observa-
tions : ““The stars in the shoulders of Aquarius operate
like Satumn and Mercury ; those in the left hand and
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in the face do the same: those in the thighs bave an
influence more consonant with that of Mercury, and
in a less degree with that of Saturn: those in the
stream of water have power similar to that of Satumn,
and moderately to that of Jupiter.” By the
Kabalists Aquarius is associated with the Hebrew
letter Nun and the 14th Tarot Tramp “ Temperance,”
over which virtue the constellation appears to have
some rule. The beauty of Ganymedes and his
flight through the air also link #t to the ideas of
personal charm and aviation with which it is certain-
ly connected.

6. Aquita. The Eagle. KWr1z—==15. 22N—
13S.

Legend. Originally called Vultur Volans or the
Flying Grype, Aquila represents the Eagle, thought
to be Jupiter himself, that carned Ganymedes to
heaven (see AQuarius).

Infinence. According to Ptolemy the influence of
Aquila is similar to that of Mars and Jupiter. Itis
said to give great imagination, strong p in-
domitable will, a dommating character, inflzence
over others, clairvoyance, a keen penetrating mind
and ability for chemical research. It has always
been associated with the sign Scorpio, and by the
Kabalists with the Hebrew letter Vau and the 6th
Tarot Trump ** The Lovers.”

7. Ara. The Altar. #10—1 0. 475—65S.
Legend. During the war between the Gods and
Titans, the Gods leagued themselves together and
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swore to withstand their enemies, confirming their
oath upon an altar built for them by the Cyclops.
After their victory the altar was taken up to heaven
to commemorate the good resulting from unity.
According to another account Ara was the altar on
which the Centaur offered his sacrifices.

Influence. According to Piolemy its influence is
similar to that of Venus and also Mercury in some
degree. It is said to give aptness in science, egoism,
devotion and a love of ecclesiastical matters

8 Arco Navis. The Ship Amgo. I10—==20.

155—65S.

Legend. This constellation represents the shlp in
which Jason brought the Golden Fleece from Colchis,
said to be the first ship ever built.

. Influence. According to Ptolemy the bright stars
are like Saturn and Jupiter. Argo is said to give
prosperity in trade and voyages, and strength of
mind and spirit, but it has been observed to accom-

“pany cases of drowning, a notable instance being
furnished by the horoscope of Shelley, where Argo
occupied the 8th house and contained the Sunm,
Venus and Uranus. Drowning is particularly to be
feared when Saturn afflicts the Moon in or from
Argo. Itisprobably on of this Nation
that Virgo, especially the first decanate, is frequently
found to be connected with drowning.

Argo was sub-divided by La Caille into Carina,
The Keel; Malus, The Mast, Puppis, The Poop ;
and Vela, the Sails: but the separate influence, if
any, of these divisions is not known. .

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9. Artes. The Ram. Pr8—8zo. oN—z7 N,

Legend. Aries represents the ram with the golden
fleece, a gift from Mercury, upon which Phrixus and
his sister Helle escaped through the air from their
step-mother Ino. On armriving in Colchis, Phrixus
sacrificed the ram to Jupiter and its fleece was hung
in the Grove of Mars, whence it was subsequently
carried away by Jason (see ARGO). According to
another account it was the ram that guided Bacchus
to a spring of water in the Libyan desert.

Influence.  Ptolemy’s observations are as
follows: * The stars in the head of Aries possess
an influence similar in its effects to that of Mars and
Saturn : those in the mouth act similarly to Mercury,
and in some degree to Saturn; those in the hinder
foot, to Mars; those in the tail, to Venus.” By
the Kabalists Aries is jated with the Hebrew
Ietter H¢ and the 5th Tarot Trump *“ The Pope.”

0. AURIGA. The Charioteer. TI10 - 253. 30N—
6oN. -
Legend. Auriga represents Erichthonius, son of
Vulcan and King of Athens, who was the first to
devise o chariot, drawn by four horses, which he
used in order to conceal his greatly deformed feet.
The goat and kids depicted in the constellation
figure commemorate the goat upon whose milk
Jupiter was reared, together with her offspring.
Influence. According to Ptolemy the bright stars
are htke Mars and Mercury. The constellation is
said to give self-confidence, interest in social and
educational problems, and happiness, but danger of

great vicissitudes. The native is fond of country
life and may be a teacher or have the upbringing of
young people. By the Kabalists Auriga is associ-
ated with the Hebrew letter Samech and the 15th
Tarot Trump * The Devil.”

Legend. Bobtes is said to be Arcas, whose mother
Callisto was transformed into a bear (see Ursa
Major} by Juno. Vhile hunting, Arcas came upon
his mother unawares in her form of a bear and pur-
sued her into the temple of Jupiter, where he would
have killed her and afterwards been killed himsell
by the priests. In order to prevent this, Jupiter,
who had taken pity on them, took them both into
heaven, where Bodtes 1s still seen pursuing the Bear.
According to another account Bobtes is Icarius, who
was killed by some shepherds he had made drunk
with a flagon of wine given him by Bacchus. In
~consideration of the grief of his daughter Erigone
and their hound Mara, Jupiter placed her father
in heaven as Bobtes, together with herself as Virgo
and the hound as Canis Minor.

Influence. According to Ptolemy the influence
of the constellation is like that of Mercury and
Saturn, though the star Arcturus is like Mars and
Jupiter. It is said to give prosperity from work,
strong desires, a tendency to excess, and fondness
for rural pursuits, together with some liking for
oceultism, The Kabalists associate it with the
Hebrew letter Teth and the gth Tarot Trump * The
Hermit."”
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12. Cxiosm. The Graving Tool. 8 32—YTI1s.
355—508. .
History. Formed by La Caille, 1752, from stars
between Columba and Eridanus, It is sometimes
called Crla Sculptoris, the Sculptor’s Tools, and
Scalptorium.
Influence. It has been said to give artistic taste
and inclination, religious fecling, and fondness for
astronomy, architecture and engraving.

13. Cawrrorarpatss. The Giraffe. IJ2—~%x
53N—goN

History, This constellation was formed by Bart-
schius in 1614 to represent the camel that brought
Rebecca to Isaac.

Influence. It issaid to confer patience, endurance, _
and great wisdom, and to cause its natives {0 become
teachers or instructors of some kind.

14 Cawcer. TheCrab. s522—Q17. 2N—40N.

Legend., This constellation represents the crab
that bit the heel of Hercules during his fight with
the Lernean Hydra, and was placed amongst
the stars in gratitude by Juno, the enemy of
Hercules.

Influence. Ptolemy’s observations are as fol-
lows: “ The two stars in the eyes of Cancer are of
the same influence as Mercury, and are also moder-
ately like Mars. Those in the claws are like Saturn
and Mercury.” By the Kabalists Cancer is assogi-
ated with the Hebrew letter Tzaddi and the 18th
Tarot Trump “ The Moon,”

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15. Canes Vexamier. The Hunting Dogs.  T{10—
=5, 3J0N—§0N.

Mistory, Formed by Hevelius in 1690, They are
represented by two greyhounds, the northern one
named Asterion, and the southern Chara, held in
leash by Bobtes and assisting in his pursuit of the
Bear.

Infl This Iation gives a love of
hunting and a penetrating mind, making those born
under it faithful, keen, clever and fond of specula-
tion.

16. Canis MaJor. The Greater Dog- g50—£.0-
155--40S.

Legend.  This constellation is said to represent the
dog set by Jupiter to guard Europa whom he had
stolen and conveyed to Crete. According to other
accounts, however, it was cither Lelaps, the hound
of Actron; that of Diana’s nymph Procris; that
given by Aurora to Cephalus; or finally one of the
dogs of Orion.

Influence. Ptolemy states that the stars of this
constellation, with the exception of Sirius, are like
Venus. It is said to give good qualities, charity
and a2 faithful heart, but violent and dangerous
passions. There is some danger from, or fear of,
darkness and the night, and Hability to dog bites,
though the latter characteristic is probably to be
assoctated more particularly with Sirius, Canis
Major is connected by the Kabalists with the He-
brew letter Tzaddi and the 18th Tarot Trump * The
Moon."” - )

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17. Canis Minor. The Lesser Dog. e518—g528.

Legend. Canis Minor represents Mara, the hound
of Icarius, who drowned himself on account of his
grief at the death of his master (see Bodtes).

Influence. Ptolemy gives no information as to the
influence of the constellation itsclf, but merely des-
seribes that of its chief star, Procyon. By other
authors, however, it is said to cause frivolity and
cither love of dogs or danger of dog-bites.

* noteworthy that the ideas of water and drowning
scem to be universally associated with this con-

According to Ptolemy this constella-
tion is of the nature of Saturn and Venus. It is said
to give haughtiness, boastfulness and exaggerated
pride, but at the same time the power of commanding
respect It is associated by the Kabalists with the
Hebrew letter Beth and the 2nd Tarot Trump * The
High Priestess.”

20. CENTAURUS. The (Centaur, =2—m28.
285—68S.
Legend. This constellation probably represents
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Pholos, son of Silenus and Melia, who was accident-
ally wounded in the foot by one of Hercules’ poi-
soned arrows. According to some accounts it is
Chiron, but he is more correctly associated with
Sagittarius.

Influence, According to Ptolemy the stars in the
buman part of the figure are of the nature of Venus
and Mercury, and the bright stars in the horse’s part
of Venus and Jupiter. It is said to give hard-
heartedness, inclination to vengeance, love of arms,
strong passions and an energetic nature. It may
also be connected with poison.

Legend. Cepheus, King of ZEthiopia, was taken
into heaven with his wife Cassiopeia and daughter
And da in tion of the deeds of
Perseus (se¢ ANDROMEDA}.

It gives authority and a sober
mind, sometimes making its natives judges or arbi-
trators, but exposes to croel and severe trials.

By the Kahalists
this constellation is associated with the Hebrew
letter Shin and the 22nd Tarot Trump “ The Fool.”

Legend. Cetus represents the sea monster sent
by Neptune to devour Andromeda (sec ANDROMEDA).
Infiuence. According to Ptolemy this constella-
tion is Iike Saturn. It is said to cause laziness and
idleness, but to confer an emotional and charitable
nature, with ability to command.

24. CHAMILEON. T 12— 23. 755—80S.
History. Added by Bayer in 1604. !
Infiuence. Chamezleon is said to give a practical

and sound mind with a love of knowledge, a sym-

pathetic and adaptable nature, and fondness for
travel and the drama.

History. Formed by La Caille in 1752.
Influence, It is said to give a revengeful, violent.
grasping and tenacious nature.
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26 Corumsa Nox: Noah’s Dove. II5—%17.
275—43S. .
History. TFirst rccognised by Royer in 1679,
but in existence some years before. It represents
the dove sent by Noah from the Ark.
Influence. Columba gives a gentle, kind, timid,
innocent and self-sacrificiig nature, together with
strength of spirit.

27. Coma BERENICES. Berenice’s Hair. 17—
=12, 25N—31N.

History and Legend Added by Eratosthenes in
A.D. 300. Berenice, the wife of Ptolemy Euergetes,
offered up her hair to Venus on condition that her
husband returned safe from the wars. The hair was
placed in the temple but was stolen, and to appease
the king’s wrath it was said that Venus had taken
it into heaven to form a constellation.

Influence. It is said to give a suave and well-bred
manner, with great personal charm, but to lead to
an idle and dissipated hfe. There is some love of,
or ability for the stage. Lilly states that the
beginning of this constellation causes blindness or
defective eyesight, and it is probable that the part
lying in Virgo has some influence over baldness.

28, CoroNA AvustraLls. The Southern Crown,

Legend. 'This is sad by some authors to repre-
sent a cast-off garland once worn by Sagittarius,
while others consider that it represents the wheel
upon which Ixion was tormented because of his
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insult to Juno. This constellation has also been
called Uraniscus, because of its resemblance to the
palate or roof of the mouth.

Inifluence. According to Ptolemy the bright stars
are like Saturn and Jupiter. It is said to bring

Legend. Corona Borealis represents the garland
- given by Venus to Ariadne on the occasion of her

It is said to give artistic ability, love
of flowers, lassitude and disillusionment, but to
bring its natives to a position of command. By the
Kabalists it is associated with the Hebrew letter
Daleth and the 4th Tarot Trump “ The Emperor.”

Legend. Apollo gave a feast to Jupiter and
Trequiring water sent the crow with a cup (CRATER)
to fetch some On his way the crow noticed a fig
tree, and, resting there until the figs became n'pt},
feasted hmmself upon them until, remembering his
errand and fearing the anger of Apollo, he picked
up a snake (HYDRA) and on his return gave as an
excuse that it had prevented him from filling the
cup.  Apollo ordained in punishment that the crow
should never drink so long as figs were not ripe, and
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placed the crow, cup and snake in the heavens as a
memorial.

Influence. According to Ptolemy, Corvus is like
Mars and Saturn It is said to give craftiness,.
greediness, i ity, patience, r geful pas-
sion, selfishness, lying, aggressiveness, and material
instincts, and sometimes causes its natives to become
agitators.

31. CrATER. The Cup. W I3—==3. 55—23S.
Legend. This constellation Tepresents the cup
given by Apollo to the crow (see Corvus).
Influence. According to Ptolemy it is like Venus
and in some degree like Mercury. It gives a kind,
-generous, cheerful, receptive, passionate and hospi-
table nature, with good mental abilities, but subject
to appreh and i There is a disor-
dered life full of sudden and unexpected events, and

great danger of unhappiness, but usually some
eminence.

32. Crux. The Cross. M 2—m I2. 565655,

History. Usually atributed to Royer, 1679, but
much older.

Influence. Crux is said to give perseverance, but
many burdens, trials and responsibilities, together
with much suffering and many hardships.

CHAPTER III
THE LUNAR MANSIONS

I considering the dassification of stars into groups,
and the influences attaching to these divisions, it is
necessary to include the lunar mansions, which are
probably much older than either the constellations
or the ordinary solar zodiac now in use. These.
mansions form a lunar zodiac of 28, or sometimes
27 divisions, cach one of which roughly marks the
distance travelled by the Moon in one day, and, al-
though they undoubtedly underlay all the ancient
systems of astrology, and three separate series have
come down to us from Arabia, India and China res-
-2 pectively, all of which appear to be variants of some
ssingle lost system, our knowledge of their several
influences is exceedingly meagre. More details are
available of the Arabian system perhaps than of the
others, and in this the influence of each mansion will
be found to correspond more or less closely with the
Ptolemaic nature of the stars included in it.

The methed of employing the Iunar jons in
practical astrology is not at all properly understood,
and it is even doubtful how they should be measured.
As given here they are in their original form and refer
to groups of stars, Thus they are exactly analogous

to the zodiac of constellations and may be used i the

CHAPTER IV
THE FIXED STARS IN NATAL ASTROLOGY

TaE influence of the fixed stars differs from that of
the planets in being much more dramatic, sudden.
and violent. As a rule planetary effects are gradual
and operate comparatively slowly, one might almost
say softly, whereas the stars appear to exercise
most of their influence in sudden, hard, vehement
bursts, producing tremendous effects for short
periods, and, after raising the natives to a great
height, dropping them suddenly and bringing a
series of dramatic and unexpected disasters. In
other words the fixed stars may elevate from
poverty to the extreme height of fortune or vice
versa, whereas the planets do not do so. It may
be taken as a fairly well-established rule that the
stars do not operate alone, except perhaps in those
cases where they are situated on angles, and that
their chief effect is transmittéd by the planets.
They seem to form an underlying basis upen which
the horoscape is built, and if a planet falls upon 2
star its effect is greatly magnified, giving it a pro-
minence in the life that is quite unwarranted by
its mere position and aspects in the map. Cases
are known to all astrologers in which a certain planet
in a horoscope seems to be emphasized for no
92
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apparent reason, so that it acts drastically through-
out the life, and in a case such as this there is usually
a fixed sta1 in operation in the background through
the planet concerned.

The extent and magnitude of the effects brought
about by the stars depend upon several factors,
namely, (a) apparent size, (b) celestial position, (c)
nature of planet through which they operate, and
{d) general nature of the horoscope.

(a) Apparent size, The magnitude of a star
bearsa definite relationship to its intensity A st
magnitude star is of great power, a 2nd magnitude
star is appreciably weaker, and so on down the scale,
the effect of the stars below the 4th magnitude being
very small except in the case of clusters.

(B) Celestial position. The nearer a star may be
to the ecliptic the greater is 1ts power, and i the
northern hemisphere a star with north detlination
is more powerful than one with south, the reverse -
holding good in the southern hemisphere. It has
frequently been said that stars with great latitude
cannot affect us, but it is very doubtful if this
assumption is correct, and experience, particularly
in the case of comets, seems to indicate that bodies
in all parts of the celestial sphere are capable of
exerting an influence upon the earth and its in-
habitants,

(¢} Nature of planet through which they operate.
As already pointed out the fixed stars give strength
and energy to the planets and modify their effects,
but at the same time the nature of the planet exer-
cises a strong controlling influence upon the result
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The greatest effect is obtained when the star and
planet are both of_the same nature, and in such
cases the influence of the planet is raised to a vehe-
ment pitch, though at the same time the malefic
effect of the star is diminished. Thus if the planet
Mars fall upon a star of its own nature its power is
increased ; if upon a star of the nature of Jupiter
or Venus it is reduced and modified ; while if upon
one of the nature of Saturn it is greatly changed.
In other words if a planet falls upon a star of similar~
nature to its own it acquires intensity, while if upon
.one of contrary nature it becomes quiescent or
‘distorted and may give a kind of sodden or dull
effect to the character.

(@) The general nature of the horoscope. This is -
an important consideration and should not be
forgotten. The result of the effect of a star upon 2
planet depends largely upon the strength or weakmess
of that planet in the horoscope. Thus in a map
showing great ability and high position the success
attained by the aid of a star will be of a more lasting
nature than in one where this is pot indicated.
Furthermore, in all cases the fixed stars do not
contradict the planetary indications, A man will
not become a murderer, thief or forger merely
through the effect of a star alone, and for this to
take place the general nature of the map must be
suitable and in harmony with such indications.
The chief function of the stars is to, emphasize
qualities rather than to bestow them, and the exact
nature and effect must be sought through _Lbe
ordinary rules of astrology. Similarly in directions
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the action of the stars is much more potent if a
planetary direction of a like nature is in force at
the same time.

The fixed stars operate by position and are said to
“ cast no rays,” or in other words their aspects are
said to be ineffective and their influence to be
exerted only by conjunction and parallel. As in
in the case of the planets they are most powerful!
when in angles and weak when cadent, their effect}
being very marked when rising, culminating, set-
ting or on the nadir even when alone. In such
cases all 1st magnitude stars give honour and
preferment, which will be lost or retaned with
trouble and danger if the star be of the nature of
Mars, while if it be like Saturn there will be final
disgrace and ruin. The particular angle occupied
exerts its own modifying effect, the Ioth house
influencing the profession, the 7th the wife, the 4th
the home, and the 1st the native himself.

The most powerful effect of a star is exercised
when it is in conjunction or parallel with a planet,
and a great deal of information on this will be found
in the next chapter. It is usual to take the con-
function in exactly the same way as a planefary
conjunction in a horoscope, that is, by the degree
of ecliptic longitude affected by the star, and the
parallel by its declination, and these positions are
the only orthodox ones to use. It will be found,
however, that the opposition is almost as powerful
as the conjunctior, and “that the square has an
undeniable influence which it will be unwise to
neglect. In the case of the trines and sextiles very

little effect, if any, is to be discovered, but in all
prabability this is due to the fact that, with the
exception of the square and apposition, the aspects
to the body of a star with latitude do not fall in the
zodiacal degrees one would expect, as may be seen
by the example given in the Appendix under Formula
8. It is a simple matter, however, to calculate the
‘correct places in which such aspects fall and if this
is done ina few cases it will soon be possible to arrive
;at a definite conclusion as to their power. The same
difficulty is met with in the rising and setting of
stars and a further reference to the Appendix will
show that when the ecliptic longitude of a star is
rising or setting the actual body of the star itself
may be a long way above or below the horizon.
This is particularly important when examining
the angular effect of a star which may operate
either_through its ecliptic longitude or its bodily.
on, and also in computing primary directions,

* positic
for in many cases the direction Ascendant conjunc-

tion star in mundo is impossible as it neither rises
Tior sets in the latitude at which the birth took place.
Full details will be found in the Appendix enabling
the student to determine for any latitude the zodiacal
degrees with which a given star rises and sets, but
there will be no necessity to calculate these unless
he wishes to i dane an, infl

and mundane primary directions.

One other point arises in connection with the
action of stars and that is the * line of Right Ascen-
sion.” It has been suggested that a star may
operate through the degree to which its R.A. corres-
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ponds. Thus Algol in 8 25° 3’ has R.A. 45° 44",
which when converted directly into longitude
without latitude corresponds to § 18° 12. Those,
who wish to experiment with this idea will find the
method of converting R.A, into longitude without
Iatitude in Formula 9 of the Appendix.

It will be noticed that all the influences described
in the following chapter are expressed in terms of
the radical horoscope and no allowance has been
made for directions. This is done for the simple
reason that the directional influences are exactly
the samg, the only difference being that they do not
persist throughout the life, Therefore in studying
the effects of directions the same delineations may
be used if it is borne in mind that they are of a
. transitory nature and not lasting. Either primary
or secundary directions may be used and both are
calculated in the usual way.

It now remains only to consider the actual natures
of the fixed stars and the manner of representing
them. The generally accepted method of expressing
the kind of influence exerted by any star is in terms
of the planets of our Solar System. Thus a certain
star may be “ of the nature of Mars " for example,
and this implies that it possesses characteristics
similar to those exhibited in a horoscope by that
planet. Frequently, however, two or more planets
are mentioned, and in this case that one whose
name is mentioned first is considered to represent
the chief influence of the star. The second one
denotes a kind of modifying influence, so that a star
of the. nature of Mars and Jupiter for example hag

G
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an influence similar to that of Mars but modified
by Jupiter. Thus the purely martial qualities are
given an expansivencss by Jupiter, there is more
optimism and good luck than would otherwise be
the case, and so on, The effect is something hike
that of a promittor passing to the conjunction of
significator in directional astrology, the former
being represented in our. example by Jupiter and
the Iatter by Mars, It will follow from this, of
course, that the effect of a star of the nature of,
Jupiter and Mars would be somewhat different for
the emphasis would in this case be upon Jupiter,
and Mars wonld add fire and energy to the Jupiterian
characteristics.

This method of classifying and describing the exact
natures of the stars cnables us to gain a good idea
of each, and if it is combined with the sign and
decanate occupied by the star, together with tl}e
planet and honse through which the star is acting In
any given map, we may refine our judgment of its
specific effect iderably, and also estimat 'the
way in which any other little-known star is acting.
for its nature may be known from the general

Ai of the Ilation to which it belongs.
( How these natures were first discovered or fised
e do not know, for Ptolemy, to whom we are
indebted for them, gives no rules for their deter-
mination. That he followed some sort of rule seems
certain for otherwise it is difficult to see how the
fine shades of influence could be appreciated.
According to Agrippa the natures of the fixed stars
are known from the similarity of their colours
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to those of the plancts,’ which he describes as

follows: -

Saturn, blue, leaden and shining ; Jupiter, citron
near o palencss and clear; Mars, red and fiery;
-Sun, yellow, and when rising red, afterwards glitter-
ing; Venus, white and shining, white in morning,
reddish in cvening: Mercury, glittering; Moon,
fair: and to these might perhaps be added Uranus,
bright and greenish; and Neptune, also greenish
but not so bright. This method, however, does not
commend itself as a very scientific one, and it is
extremely doubtful if it is that used by Ptolemy.

The general effect of the stars of any given nature
in terms of natal astrology is as follows:

Uranus. Interest in  occultism, clectricity,
aviation, antiquities ; abrupt. If nsing, eccentricity
gained by learning. If culminating, learned,
eminent in arts and sciences, mechanical and in-
ventive ability. . .

SaturN. Disgrace, rtuin, calamity. It rising,

No difficulty should be experienced in using the
fixed stars in natal astrology, but for the benefit of
the beginner the following rules may be laid down :

1. Note on the map or make a list of the fixed
stars that fall in conjunction and parallel with, o1 in
opposition to, the planets, together with their magni-~
tudes and natures, The following orbs may be
allowed for conjunction and opposition : For a 1st
magnitude star, 7° 30"; for a 2nd magnitude, 5°30°;
for a 3rd magnitude, 3°40’; and for a 4th magni-
tude, 1° 30"

2. Look up the constellation containing the star,
its nature as tabulated above, and the combined
influence of star and planet as given in the next
chapter.

3. Modify these characteristics by the sign,
decanate and house occupied, together with the
aspects to the planet and the houses it rules just as
would be done in the case of an ordinary planetary
conjunction.

4. The magnitude of the star and its angular,
succeedent or cadent position will give some idea of
the strength likely to be exhibited,

As an example we may take the horoscope of the
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ex-Kaiser, who was born at Berlin on 27 January,
1859, at 3pam. The chief positions are as follows :
Ascendant conjunction Pollux, M.C. and Neptune
conjunction Markab, Mars conjunction Scheat,
Uranus conjunction, and Moon opposition, Pleiades,
and Mercury conjunction Wega.

The most striking position is Markab, a 2nd
magnitude Mars-Mercury star in Pegasus on the
M.C. and in conjunction with Neptune and Mars.
This star brings disgrace and min, and with Neptune
gives a romantic, emotional and unbalanced mind,
while the constellation Pegasus gives vanity, am-
bition and bad judgment—a disastrous attempt to
find “a placé in the Sun” if one may apply the
legend literally. The nature of the star is combative,
destructive and aggressive, and its particular mode
of operation is greatly influenced by Mars con- |
junction Neptune afflicted by Sun and Saturn, which
indicates martial megalomania and downfall. We
should, therefore, expect these characteristics to
be tremendously emphasized and matters connected
with them to end in a crash of a far greater magnitude
than Moars conjunction Neptune would indicate alone.

Furthermore, Pollux, a martial star, is rising, in-
dicating imprisonment and honour of short duration,
while the Moon is heavily afflicted by Uranus from
the Pleiades giving deformity (the ex-Kaiser has a
paralysed anmn) and heavy losses at the end of life,
together in such a case as this with revolutions and
popular outbreaks caused by Uranus falling on a
star of the nature of the Moon and Mars.

At the outbreak of the wa in 1914, the Kaiser's’
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Sun was separating from Difda, and Mars from Hamal
and the Ascendant was in conjunction with Regulus.
The last position is a very significant one indicating
military honour and success but ultimate failure.
Difda also denotes self-destruction by brute-force,
while Hamal is a violent and destructive star of the
nature of Mars and Saturn, which with Mars gives
final disgrace and ruin,

Another interesting study is that of the Emperor
Franz Josef of Austria, whose life was a succession
of disasters, many of which were due to the position
of the Sun, Moon and Saturn in conjunction with
Alphard in the neck of the Hydra, but examples
could be multiplied indefinitély and the student will
soon discover for himself that the use of the fixed
stars and constellations is indeed a valuable help to
the understanding of a horoscope.



CHAPTER V

THE INFLUENCE-OF FIXED STARS, NEBULZ AND
CLUSTERS ~

Ix the following Table will be found the names and
positions of all the stars, nebule and clusters that
have been mentioned in astrological literature,
arranged in order of longitude and corrected up_to
1st January, 1920,

A rough and ready means of determining their
positions for any other year is to add 50}* per annum
to their longitudes if the year is after 1920, and to
subtract that amount for each year before 1920.
Thus if the positions are required for, say, 1887,
which is 33 years before 1920, all that must be done
is to multiply 501" by 33 and subtract the result,
namely, 1658° or 27” 38" from the longitude given in
the Table; whilst if the positions were required for
1953, or 33 years later, the same amount would have
to be added. The latitudes do not vary to any
appreciable extent from year to year.

This will be found sufficient for all ordinary pur-
poses, but if greater accuracy is required it may be
obtained by employing Right Ascension and Dec-
tination. Two columns will be found giving the

Annual Variation in R.A. and Dec. for each star.

This quantity must be multiplied by the number of

years between the required date and 1920, and then

added to or subtracted from the R.A. and Dec. given
! 106
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in the Tables, The correct pOSiﬁon can then be
calculated by the use of Eormula 5 in the Appendix,
In the case of R.A. the annual variation is always ta
be added if the year for which the positions are re-
quired is later than 1920, and subtracted if earlier,
In the case of Dec,, however, if the annual variation
is positive it means that the star is travelling north-
wards and therefore for years later than 1920 it must
be added for stars with North Dec. and subtracted
for those with South Dec., and vice verea 1f earlier
than 1920. Conversely if the annual variation is
negative the stat is travelling southwards and the
correction must be subtracted for stars with North
Dec., and added for those with South Dec. if after
1920, and vice versa if before. The positions of
many of the stars, however, are given yearly m the
Nautical Almanac, Whitaker's Almanac, and other
similar publications, and a reference to these will give
the R.A, and Dec. without the trouble of cofrection.
In any case never use the Tables of star positions
given in the old astrological works, and for that
matter in most modern ones, for they are very in-
correct. For example, Vindemiatrix, which is in
_the first decanate of Libra, 1s given by Wilson,
Simmonite, and Alvidas as in the beginning of Virgo,
and a multitude of similar, though perhaps not so
glaring errors might easily be mentioned. In the
present case every care has been taken to compute
the positions accurately and they have all been
. tearefully checked, so that the possibility of error is
Jvery remote,

Aleyone marked the beginning of the 4th ecliptic
constellation of the Babyl . and as Amba, the
Mother, formed the junction star between the Hindu
nakshatras Krittika and Rohini.

It formed one of the four Royal Stars
or Watchers of the Heavens among the Persians in
abott 3000 B.C., when, as the Watcher of the East,
it marked the Vernal Equinox, the other stars bemg
Regulus, Antares, and Fomalhaut.

Notes. A white binary and variable star marking
the Medusa's Head held in the hand of Perseus.
Tts diameter 1s 1,060,000 miles, and its density onlya
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Little above that of cork. Algol is from Ra’s al Ghul,
the Demon’s Head, other names in frequent use be-
ing Caput Algol and Caput Medusz, It was known
as Lilith by the Hebrews, after the nocturnal vampire
said to be Adam’s first wife : and Tseih She, Piled-
up Corpses, by the Chinese.

75. Prewapes. In the neighbourhood of 8 287 52",
{See ALCYONE.)

Legend. The Pleiades or Atlantides were the
seven daughters of Atlas and Pleione, six of whom
are described as wisible, and one as invisible or
““lost.” They were the virgin companions of Diana,
and were translated into heaven in order to escape
the importunities of Orion, or according to another
account because of their grief at the fate of their
father, Atlas, who was condemned to support the
weight of the heavens on his head and hands,

The names of the sisters, and the catalogue
numbers of the stars representing them are as
follows :—Alcyone (), Maia (20), Electra (17),
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Merope (23), Taygete (19), Celzno (16), and Sterope
(21 and 22), and to these have been added the parents,
Atlas (27) and Pleione (28). .

The missing or lost Pleiad has been said to be
Merope, who alone married a mortal, Sisyphus, and
hid her face in shame at being the only one not
married to a god, but other accounts substitute
either Electra, who withdrew her light in sorrow at
the destruction of Ilium, which was founded by her
son Dardanos ; or Celeno, which Theon the Younger .
said was struck by lightning.

Nofes. The Pleindes form a cluster, with Aleyone
as the principal star, situated on the shoulder of
the Bull. For all practical purposes the longitude
of Alcyone may be used for the whole group, as all
are contained within about one degree of longi- _
tude.

Influence, According to Ptolemy they are of the
nature of the Moon and Mars ; and, to Alvidas, of
Mars, Moon and Sun in opposition. They are said
to make their natives wanton, ambitious, turbulent,
optimistic and peaceful; to give many journmeys
and voyages, success in agriculture and through
active intelligence; and to cause blindness, disgrace
and a violent death. Their influence is distinctly
evil and there is no astrological warrant for the
oft-quoted passage in Job (xxxviii. 31), “* Canst
thou bind the sweet influences of Pleiades . . .7 "
which is probably a mistranslation,

If rising. Blindness, ophthalmia, injuries to the
eyes and face, disgrace, wounds, stabs, exile, im-
prisonment, sickness, violent fevers, quarrels, violent
lust, military preferment.

78. Polrux. g Ganminorum. & 22° 7',

Notes. An orange star situated on the head of the
Southern Twin, It represents Pollux, son of Jupiter
and Leda, and the immartal one of the twins, famous
for kis skill in boxing, Sometimes called Hercules,
and symbolically named A Heartless Judge.

Infiuence. According to Ptolemy it is of the na-
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ture of Mars ; and, to Alvidas, of the Moon, Mars and
Uranus. It gives a subtle, crafty, spirited, brave,
audacious, cruel and rash nature, a love of qumg,
dignified malevolence, and is connected with poisons.

If rising. Bad eyes, blindness, injuries to the
face, sickness, wounds, imprisonment, ephemeral
honour and preferment.

Popularly termed the Beehive,
Manger or Crib, and known by the Chinese under
the name Tscih She Ke, Exhalation of Piled-up
Corpses.  With the Aselli it was the * cloudy spot
. of Cancer * mentioned by Ptolemy as causing blind-
ness.

Influence. It is of the nature of Mars and the
Moon, and causes disease, disgrace, adventure,
insolence, wantonness, brutality, blindness, industry,
order and fecundity ; and makes its natives fortun-
ate though liable to loss through others, and the
founders of Jarge businesses.

If rising. Blindness especially of the left eye,
ophthalmia, injuries to the face, sickness, violent
fevers, wounds in face and arms, stabs, violent lust,
imprisonment, exile. If at the same time the Sun
opposes Mars or the Ascendant, violent death.

They were placed
among the stars as a reward for their sisterly love
which was evinced by their sorrow at the death
of their brother Hyas, who was killed by a wild
beast in Libya. .

Notes. The Hyades consist of six stars (s, &, 6%,
v, 8, and ¢, Tauri) situated on the forehead of the
Bull and marking the northern eye. -

Influence. According to Ptolemy they are of the
nature of Saturn and Mercury ; and, to Alvidas, of
Mercury and Mars, Simmonite likens them to Mars
but this is probably a misinterpretation of Ptolemy’s
meaning. They give tears, sudden events, violence,
fi poisoning, blind wounds or injuries
to the head by instruments, weapons or fevers, and
contradictions of fortune.

If rising. Blindness, bad eyes, injuries to the
face, wounds, stabs, imprisonment.

If culminating. Disgrace, ruin, violent death.

If rising or culminating with luminaries, make
their natives military captains, cornmanders, colonels
of horse and emperors.

With Sun. Evil disposition, disturbed mind,
failure in study, muddled thinking, misfortune,
murderer or murdered, death by blows, stabs, shoot-
ing, beheading or shipwreck.

From
Prokuon, before the Dog, in allusion to its rising
before Sirius.

Influence. According to Ptolemy it is of the
nature of Mercury and Mars; to Simmonite, of
Venus and Mars, which is probably a misprint ;
and, to Alvidas, of the Moon, Jupiter and Uranus.
It gives activity, violence, sudden and violent
malevolence, sudden preferment by exertion, ele-,
vation ending in disaster, danger of dog bites and
hydrophobia, and makes its natives petulant, saucy, |
giddy, weak-natured, timid, unfortunate, proud,
easily angered, careless and violent. Two cases are
on record of death or injury by dog bite in which
Procyon and Sirius are involved.

1. Male, bom 14th September, 1829, 54° N.
Died from the bite of a dog. Sirius was in
square to the Moan and also to Mercury in the
8th house, while Procyon was mn square to
Venus in the 8th. The ascendant fell midway
between the opposition of both stars.

2, Male, born 6th July, 1885, 6.15 pm.,
54°N. 3%, 2° W. 46", Batten in the leg by a dog
on gth December, 1901, and was not expected
to live. Sirius was in conjunction with the Sun
near the cusp of the 8th house, and Procyon
was in conjunction with Mercury within that
house.

86. RecuLvus. aLeomis. § 28° 43",
Nofes. A triple star, flushed white and, ultra-
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marine, situated on the body of the Lion. From
Regulus, a Little King, and often called Cor Leonis,
the Lion's Heart, and symbolically the Crushing
Foot. It was one of the four Royal Stars of the
Persians in 3,000 B.C., when, as Watcher of the North,
it marked the summer solstice.
* Infiuence. According to Ptolemy it is of the nature
of Mars and Jupiter, but most later authors liken
it to Mars only, while Alvidas states that it is similar
to the Sun in good aspect to Uranus. It gives
violence, destructiveness, mulitary honour of short
duration, with ultimate failure, imprisonment, vio-
lent death, success, high and lofty ideals and strength
of spirit, and makes its natives magnanimous,
graudly liberal, generous, ambitious, fond of power,
desirous of command, high-spirited and independent.
If rising. Great honour and wealth, but violence
and trouble, sickness, fevers, acute diseases, benefits
seldom last, favour ot the great, victory over
enemies and scandal. The T45th Consideration of
Guido Bonatus is as follows *—'* That thou see in

CHAPTER VI

THE FIXED STARS IN MUNDANE ASTROLOGY

VERY little is known as to the effect of the fixed stars

in mundane astrology although there is no doubt
that their influence is of supreme importance in this
branch of the subject. In matters concerping the
fate of nations and cities the movement of the
planets is too rapid to cause radical changes They
do indeed effect the more ephemeral happenings, but
for slow, world-wide changes and epoch-making
events it is necessary to take note of influences that
are correspondingly great, and we are driven to a
consideration of the movement of stars as being the
only influence known to us that is capable of pro-
ducing eficcts of the necessary magnitude. Un-
fortunately circumstances are against any detailed
examination of this nature owing to the immense
periods of time mvolved, and therefore our know-
ledge is of the smallest, but nevertheless one or two
facts are on record and with an increased interest in
astrology others will no doubt rapidly come to light.
The growth of religions appears to be in some way
connected with the passage of the vernal equinox
through the zodlac of constellauans. Thus its entry
into the ion Taurus iated with the

worship of Baal and the golden calf, and its passage

220
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into Aries with the worship of the ram. Christ-
tianity arose when the vernal equinox was nearing
Pisces and it is significant that the symbol of a fish
was that adopted by the followers of the new reli-
gion. A greater amount of detail may be obtained
from a study of the decanate through which the
vernal equinox is passing. The approximate period
during which it remains in one sign is 2160 years,
and it therefore requires about 720 years to pass
through a single decanate, which it does in a retro-~
grade direction, Unfortunately the exact position
of the vernal equinox in the constellations is not
known with any accuracy, but there seems to be no
doubt that the first point of Aries in the zodiac of
signs coincided with that in the constellation zodiac
in about 500 A.D.

In addition to the influence of the moving equinox
jtself similar effects are brought about by the same
phenomenon of precession on the longitudes of the
stars, which increase at the rate of a little over 50"
per annum. Pearce pointed out that the Roman
Empire and the Papal power were greatly affegted by
the passage of Regulus through the sign Leo by which
Rome is ruled. This star entered Leo in 293 B.C,,
and the power of Rome became fully established. .
In 571 AD. it entered the Sagittarius decanate
comresponding with the great increase in Papal
power ; in 1291 it left that decanate and in the same
year the Holy Land was entirely lost. When
Regulus left the ferm of Jupiter in 1507 the efforts of
Luther were disturbing the power of the Popes, and
when, in 1868, its influence began to be transferred to
Virgo on account of its having passed the zgth degree
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of Leo, the French troops left Rome and the tem-
poral power of the Pope was overthrown,

Another method of prognostication by the use of
the fixed stars consists in noting the effect of their
passage over the A dant and luminaries in the
horoscopes for the building or foundation of towns,
cities and institutions. Thus it is traditional know-
ledge that IT 17° 54’ occupies the Ascendant of the
horoscope of the City of London, and it has been
pointed out that the plague and fire of London coin-
cided with the passage of the Bull’s north horn (EL
Nartn) over this degree. In The Horoscope for May,
1834, Commander Morrison (Zadkiel I} made some
interesting observations on the effect of the fixed
stars on Liverpool, which are well worth quoting.
He wrote as follows:

“ In the same manner we have been able to
decide that the exact ascendant of Liverpool
is 18 degrees 12 minutes of Scorpio. And we
find that the North Scale, a very benevolent
fixed star, first came within the orbs of influence
(5 degrees) of Liverpool's ascendant in the
year 1558, when the cottons of Manchester were
first bartered for wine with the Liverpool mer-
chants.  Two years previously King Philip
and Queen Mary granted a charter to the town;
in 1570 the first Common Council was held ; in
1596 a vessel arrived with a cargo valued at
£1,000 ; in 1626 King Charles I granted a charter
to the town, which was made a body corporate
and politic, etc., and the trade and importance
of the place began to increase. Again, if 18
degrees 12 min. of Scorpio be the ascendant, 8
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degrees 53 minutes of Virgo must be the mid-
heaven, which has rule over the Magistracy,
Corporation cte. ; and a star in the Lion’s back,
of the nature of Saturn and Venus, brnging
discredit and diskonour, has been approaching
that degree, and is now, in this year 1834, in 8
degrees 55 i of Virgo: dingly, the
Corporation, &c., have suffered discredit by
the House of Commons having passed a Bill to
disfranchise the {freemen.

“In 3863, the Sewth Scale, o stax of an evil
nature, comes within the orbs of the ascendant
of Liverpool. It will bring serions losses and
injuries to the town and its trade for aboutafew
years before; but it is not a very powerful star.
In 1916, the North Scale reaches 18 deg. 12 min.
of Scorpie, and will produce wonderful improve-
ments in Liverpool. Some freak of nature
brings great improvement to the entrance of the
port, and, altogether, Liverpool will flonrish
greatly about the eatly part of the zoth century.

“In the year 1721, the star Rigel came to
within orbs of London’s ascendant, and that
nefarions scheme the South Sea Bubble almost
roined its citizens,  In 2077 that star will
cross the degree of London’s ascendant ; about
which period we believe that some il-advised
laws, and many misfortunes, will bring ruin and
disgrace on the trade of London. The commerce
of that port will dwindle away, and Londen

become very unfortunate, Again, about 389
yearshence, the very violentand evilmartial star
Aldebaran enters within orbs of London’s as-

cendant, and then very many evils, including
fire, war and bloodshed, will overthrow the im-
portance of London entircly. J¢ will fall from
1/s metropolitan rank, and become far below the
town of Liverpool in consequence. Just 68
years afterwards, the very powerful regal star
The Liox’s HLART enters within orbs of the
mid-heaven of Liverpool; which will then be-
come (about the year 2291) THE ROYAL AND
METROPOLITAN CITY OF ENGLAND, AND
THE SEAT OF GOVERNMENT.”

Methods such as these are of great interest but are
very limited in their application, for our knowledge
of the ruling degrees of towns is far from complete.

- We need a method of more general utility. In the
Middle Ages the Kabalists were in the habit of pre-
dicting the fate of nations and cities by observing
the fixed stars vertically overhead and attempting to
form them into words in accordance with a variant
of Hebrew called the Celestial Alphabet, the words
so formed indicating the fate of the place. This, of
course, is pure kabalism, if not psychism, but it is
probable that the underlying idea of the passage of 3

zenith point from one constellation to another may -

influence a locality. The posttion of a city upon the
terrestrial globe may bear a definite relationship to
a position on the celestial globe. It has been sug-
gested that the meridian of Greenwich corresponds tO
I ¢°, having progressed to that point from P 0°
dunng the time elapsed since the beginning of the
Kali Yuga in 3102 B.C., and that other places
correspond in 2 similar manner to degrees as far re-
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moved from TTg° as the place is distant in longitude”
from Greenwich, Taurus lying to the west and Cancer

to the east. If there is any truth in this theory a

point near the knee of Perseus and below the hoofs

of Camelopardalis with longitode TT 9° and declina-

tion 51° N 32' would be vertical to London, A study

of such points in relation to the history of nations

mmight throw some light upon events,

In addition to these general methods, however,
the fixed stars may be utilized in the ordinary
mundane horoscopes for ingresses, new moons,
conjunctions and eclipses. Eclipses in particular
are important and very frequently affect matters
ruled by the constellations in the longitude in which
they fall, at the same time stimulating the influence
of any star in conjunction with them, and it may
be remembered that the great war eclipse of 21st
August, 1914, fell almost exactly upon Regulus.
The" easiest method of interpreting such positions
is to consider the nature of the star and also to
expand its known influence in natal astrology to
cover national events. Thus a star causing sickness
in a nativity may produce an epidemic, and one
conducing to murder may evoke a series of such
crimes, just as Regulus in the case mentioned pro-
duced a national warlike feelng instead of an
individual one. It has also been said that fixed
stars falling on the angles and indeed on any cus;
in such maps stimulate the influence of the house

. concerned in accordance with their natures, and
probably the constellations situated on the angles
or in the houses are also worthy of consideration,

r
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Before leaving the subject of mundane astrology
it is necessary to add a few words on Nova or
Temporary Stars. These are generally included by
the old authors under the same heading as comets,
and the same significations are applied to both.
Their effect appears to be exerted through the con-
stellation in which they appear, and also through
the zodiacal sign and degree to which their position
corresponds. They are said to cause inordinate
heat, pestilences, sterility of the earth, wars and
changes in kingdoms, winds, earthquakes and floods,
and are assigned to the planets according to their
colours. Those of the nature of Saturn cause
mortality and beheading ; of Jupiter, abundance of
corn and fruit; of Mars, war, fire, pestilence,
drought and famine; of the Sun, plague, sickness,
and death of kings; of Venus, drought and trouble
to kings and women ; of Mercury, death of kings,
nobles, literary people and youths, together with
wars ; and, of the Moon, great mortality among the
common people.

The influence of such stars (and comets also) in
the various zodiacal signs is as follows :

In Aries. Evil to nobles, war, death of some
Ling or of a great 1ady, drought, diseases affecting
the head, ailments among sheep, dethronement of
a king and rise of common people. If in the eastern
part of the heavens when discovered it will operate
sooner and cause wide-spread enmity ; but if in the
western it will be slower causing trouble to kings,
and rain, floods and snow in winter.

In Taurus. Harm to cattle, great winds, destruc-
tion of fruit and corn, death of some great mam,
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and in winter cold, earthquake and pestilences.
If in the east danger of war and sickness, if in the
west much rain.

In Gemini, Wars, incest, immorality, death of
young people, abortive births, famine, storms and
death of birds. If in the cast, trouble to kings,
and, if in the west, rain and floods.

In Cancer. Destruction of crops and fruit by
caterpillars and worms, war, death of some great
person, rape, robbery, famine and pestilence. If
in the east, scarcity of food towards the latter end
of the year. If in the west, benefits to the public
from their rulers.

In Leo. Destruction by wild beasts and vermin,
trouble to the nobility, war towards the end of the
year, especially in the east, and ailments affecting
the eyes. If in the east, storms and drought; if
in the west, sickness and danger of madness to dogs.

In Virgo. Downfall of kings, trouble to merchants,
fevers, abortive births. If in the east, war; if in
the west, poor crops.

In Libra. Robberies, poverty, death of great
people, plots and treachery, high winds, drought,
earthquakes, scarcity of food. If in the east,
trouble to countrtes under Libra and dearness of
horses and mules; if in the west, the contrary,
but trouble with servants.

In Scorpio. War, rebellion, death of some great
man, drought, scarcity of crops, danger in childbirth,
1f in the east, drought and trouble through beasts ;
if in the west, locusts,

In Sagittarius. Trouble to nobility and lawyers,
danger of war. "If in the east, death of kings,
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robbery and scarcity of food. If in the west,
abortive births.

In Capricorn. War, immorality, poisoning, death
of kings, religions persecution, hail, snow, cold winter,
famine and pestilence. If in the east, overthrow of
governments, snow, much rain, damage to crops;
if in the west, abundance of grass and water.

In Aquarius. War, death of an eminent eastern
man or woman, epidemics, pestilence, storms.
If in the east, abundance of grass; if in the west,
rumours of war,

In Pisces. War amongst kindred, religious dis-
putes, civil war, destruction of fishes and danger at
sea, Ifin the east, universal enmity ; if in the west,
anxieties and deaths amongst men in the western
or north-western countries, continuing for three
years ; floods and death of birds and fishes.

In general the effects begin to appear at a much
earlier date if the star is first seen in the east than
they do when 1t appears in the west. Those places
in which they are visible and those ruled by the
sign in which they appear will fee] the chief effect,
which is most manifest when the Sun or a planet
transits the place of their first appearance or the
Sun comes to the conjunction of the planet whose
nature they resemble.

It is, I think, clear from the foregoing remarks
that we have as yet touched only the fringe of the ~
nature of stellar inflnence in mundane astrology.
and until more is learnt our mundane predictions
will remain in much the same incomplete and in-
adequate state as they are at present.



CHAPTER VII
STARS AND CONSTCLLATIONS IN MEDLEVAL MAGIC

TaE magical ceremonies of all ages have been built
upon an astrological foundation, and a knowledge
of astrology was essential to the invocator and maker
of talismans who had to perform his ceremonies
under appropriate planetary configurations in order
to obtain the desired results. Most of the magical
ceremonies that have survived in any detail are
medieval, and Hebrew in origin, having descended
to us through the works of Cornelius Agrippa and
others. These processes are largely talismanic in
nature and consist in the construction of tahsmans
under the influence of the seven planets known to
the ancients. The fixed stars, lunar mansions,
and constellations, however, were not ignored by
the medizval magician, and, though their use was
not by any means common, some account of the
talismans and amulets consecrated to them has
come down to us, and it is with these that I am at
present concerned.

For the benefit of any would-be dabbler in magic
who should chance to read the following remarks
I may add that I have never attempted to put
any of the rules into practice, and include them here
only for the sake of completeness and not through
any assurance of their efficacy.

In constructing a talisman it was usual to engrave

229
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the symbals and images upon some of the metal or
stone ruled by the planet or star, and at the same
time to add a text from the Hebrew scriptures that
was appropriate to the result desired. Should
neither metal nor stone be available however,
virgin parchment might be substituted. This pro-
cess had to be done under the proper astrological
conditions, and in the case of a planetary talisman
it was essential for the planet concerned to be strong
by sign, angular or elevated, and well aspected,
especially by the Moon. Then the finished talisman
was suffumigated and womn round the neck in 2
silk covering, In the case of the fixed stars the
process was the same. The stars, or rather those
used in magical ceremonies, were given magical
seals, all of which will be fourid reproduced on p. 233,
and these seals were engraved on the image cut out
of stone. The talisman was engraved at a time
when the star or constellation was rising or otherwise
strong by house position, and when it was well-
aspected or contained 2 well-aspected Moon. It
was then worn round the neck if of a personal nature,
or secretly conveyed into a house if it was designed
to affect the inmate. In the case of the Lunar
Mansi it was y to draw the image
upon parchment or the metal specified, adding the
name of the ruling spirit and offering up suitable
prayers and invocations. N
We may now turn to a consideratiori of the magical
effect, images, seals, and tulership aver stones and
plants of the fixed stars and constellations. In
the case of the latter the images used were those
of the constellation figures. .

CHAPTER VIII

THE FIXED STARS IN ASTRO-METEORQLOGY .

No of the astrological infl ascribed
to the fixed stars would be complete without some
mention of their effect upon the weather. In the
17th century astro-meteorology occupied a promunent
position and received a great deal of attention, but
at the present time it has apparently ceased to in-
terest any but the almanac maker, and its modern
followers mostly practise the slipshod and almost
useless method of noting the daily aspects in the
ephemeris and predicting from those alone.

In the old days it was customary to base the major
weather predictions upon the positions of the planets
in the horoscopes for the entry of the Sun info the
four cardinal signs Aries, Cancer, Libra and Capricorn,
together with those for great conjunctions and
eclipses. These general indications were then am-
pliked by a study of New Maons, Full Moons,
Quarter Lunations and in some cases daily horo-
scopes.

1t is no part of my present plan to describe the
methods and rules at length, but merely to draw
attention to the fact that in the following accouﬂ:
of stellar inff the positi are
to be those occurring at significant epochs, such a5

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Ingresses and Lunations, and not merely daily
transits.

The general type of effect appears to follow the
nature of the star, Thus the Sun being with Satur
nian stars is said to indicate cold, rain or snow;
with Jupiterian stars, a serene and temperate air ;
with Martial stars, thunder-storms ; with Venusian
stars, rain, moisture and mist; and, with Mercurial
stars, wind. Much importance was attached to the
rising and setting of stars, especially in their re-
lationship to the Sun, and it is a well-known fact
that the ancient Egyptians began their New Year
at the time when Sirius rose with the Sun at the
Summer Solstice and marked the beginning of the
inundations. All the ways in which a star could
rise or set with the Sun were carefully classified in
very early times and given distinctive names, but
only two need concern us here, namely, Maluline
and Vespertine, the former of which is applied to a
star that rises and sets before the Sun, and the latter
to one that rises and sets after it.

In addition to the individual star influences, the
lunar mansion in which a lunation, ingress or con-
junction fell was held to affect the weather in ac-
cordance with its nature. The meteorological na-
ture of each of the Arabic mansions has been handed
down to us, and, begmnmg with Al Thurayya, is as
follows: 1, Moist and cold; more cold. 2, Dry.
3, Temperate. 4, Moist. 5, Cloudy and tempest-
uous. 6, Dry. 7, Moist, 8, Temperate and cold
